Expectations
1. All time period overviews are posted online. You are expected to read the time period overview and consider the frequently asked questions each night BEFORE the discussion in class. Be prepared to discuss the questions & complete the daily assignment by the end of the class period.

Rubric for APUSH Review Historical Thinking Skills Activities:

90 (Master):  You know the information and can complete the activity without making mistakes.
80 (Apprentice):  You know the information and can do some parts of the activity, but cannot do everything consistently.
70 (Novice):  You don't seem to remember the information and are unable to complete the activity.
